Your final project will be a display of the skills you have learned this year in the form of an animated presentation. You will utilise your camera, your photos, Microsoft PowerPoint and Adobe Photoshop.
What You Must Do

· Create a PowerPoint Presentation with 15 Slides, Called “The Best Moments Ever!”

· 10 of the slides must include photos of some sort

· You should take 2 morning photos.
· You should take 2 day time photos.
· You should take 2 afternoon photos.
· You should take 2 evening photos.
· You should take 2 night time photos.
· Attempt to take the best photos possible. Sometimes it can be helpful to take multiple shots of the same subject at different angles.

· Your photo subject matter (what you take photos of) should be something in relation to the phrase “The Best Moments Ever!”

· Be creative! 

· Use your friends and your imagination! 
· You can take photos of anything you want. However, you should include:

· At least one photo with a person in it.
· At least one photo with you in it.
· At least one photo with an animal in it.
· At least one photo with you and an animal in it.

· Each of your slides with a photo should show a Before and After.
· Each slide should contain a brief description of how you improved the photo with a tool (or tools) from Photoshop. For example: I used the dodge and burn tool to sharpen the edges of the house. 

· Your presentation
· Should be completely automatic and require no interaction from the user.
· Should include sound affects.
· Should include at least 3 different animations on each slide.

· Should include some images or pictures from Clipart.
· You will have 8 weeks to complete this project in class. You should focus on taking the photos during our two week break. Finding subject matter at the TAFE campus might not be easy, so you would be better to take your photos at home, or when you are out and about. 
· On 3rd December, at the end of class, there will be a vote and prizes for the best presentations, so get your imaginative thinking caps out and put them on!
